The Eucharist 
On feasts such as this, we recall miracles like the 
wedding feast at Cana or the multiplication of 
the loaves. Perhaps we remember the road to 
Emmaus, when Jesus was made known "in the 
breaking of the bread." In these stories, God sat-
isfies our hunger in a supernatural way. But the 
cry of the human heart goes much deeper. "Man 
cannot live on bread alone," after all. In the Eu-
charist, God's supernatural presence takes the 
form of physical food. In the absence of physical 
nourishment, the body slowly begins to break 
down. Without an intentional pursuit of spiritual 
nourishment, our souls will similarly suffer. Our 
inner lives need rest and rejuvenation. We need 
daily connection with our Creator. We need to 
receive from the One who feeds us. The radical 
reality of the Eucharist speaks to our deeper 
aches, to the God who alone satisfies. 

National Eucharistic Revival  
 
Bishop Deshotel has forward a letter for us to 
read during the homily.  In this letter he intro-
duces to us the National Eucharistic Revival be-
ginning today on the Solemnity of the Body and 
Blood of Christ. Remember Jesus tells us: 
 
"I am the living bread that came down from 
heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forev-
er; and the bread that I will give is my flesh for 
the life of the world.” John 6:51 
 
This is a three-year grassroots revival of devo-
tion and belief in the Real Presence of Jesus in 
the Eucharist. It is a movement of Catholics 
across the United States, healed, converted, 
formed, and unified by an encounter with Jesus 
in the Eucharist—and sent out in mission “for 
the life of the world.” 
 
These three years will culminate in the first Na-
tional Eucharistic Congress in the United States 
in almost fifty years. Almost a hundred thousand 
Catholics will join together in Indianapolis for a 
once-in-a-lifetime pilgrimage toward the “source 
and summit” of our Catholic faith. 
 
Let us embrace Bishop Deshotel’s invitation for 
us to experience Jesus and to meeting Jesus at 
mass and in his real presence outside of mass.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? 
 - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED 

 
Q:  How do you explain "Real Presence"  
  to children?  
  
   A:  The first Communion class is filled with ex-
citement to the point of bursting! They are just 
awestruck by every new thing they learn about Jesus. 
Their enthusiasm is contagious as they rattle off the 
names of the things in church, the vessels and vest-
ments used at Mass, and the names of their pastors 
and priests. Of course, they know Christ can do any-
thing because he's God. He comes to us in Holy 
Communion because he loves us so much that he 
wants to be with us. And he comes to us in the form 
of bread and wine. We really receive him in the Eu-
charist.  
    Sometimes it is easier to explain this to children 
than to adults. Their faith and trust in Jesus is not 
limited by the questions and doubts that often come 
with the question of how he does it. Rather, they fo-
cus on the question "why," and the answer is some-
thing they can easily grasp: love. Christ wants to be 
with us because he loves us. Nothing is purer in truth 
or in faith. Not even the theological explanation of 
transubstantiation, or philosophical reasoning or 
symbolic references, come close. Christ takes on the 
form of bread and wine to be simple and approacha-
ble, so that no one is afraid or turned away. His love 
for us is complete and total. We try to love him the 
same way in return. For a child, it is simple. For us 
adults, we keep trying. "Unless you turn and become 
like children, you will not enter the kingdom of 
heaven" (Mt 18:3).
